Avoid investigating dark, unknown caves or hollow logs. These are places where bears make their dens. Don’t go into areas with scavengers, such as raccoons - there may be a hungry bear nearby.
2. ___________________
You can leave pictures of bears to professional wildlife photographers. Many attacks happen when someone decides to try to take a photo in bear territory. Bears don't like you, and they don't want their picture taken.
3. __________________
If you see a bear with a cub, you must leave quickly. A mother bear can attack if she thinks she or her cubs are in danger.
4. _________________
If you're camping, you must pick up all rubbish and cooking supplies. You must clean up well after meals, and you mustn’t leave food on the ground overnight.
